2.  What was school like in ancient Roman times?  What do you like most about your school?  What do you like least?

3.  Read the story of how Jesus healed the centurion’s servant in Matthew 8:5-13.  Why do you think the centurion felt unworthy to have Jesus in his house?  Why did Jesus praise the centurion?
4.  Read the story of how Jesus entered Jerusalem in Matthew 21:1-11.  Why do you think Jesus rode into the city on donkey rather than on a big, fast horse or in a bright, flashing chariot?  What did the people do and what did they say to show they honored Him?  How can you honor Jesus at home and at school?

5.  Read the story of how the soldiers mocked Jesus in Matthew 27:27-31.  Can you tell about a time when someone made fun of you?  How did it make you feel?  How would you react if someone made fun of you for following Jesus?
